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There was a man who never could see.  Jesus made some mud and 
created eyes for him.  Then Jesus told the blind man to wash in a pool that 
was named Siloam.  When he did so he could see!  Some cranky leaders of 
the people did not like that Jesus healed the man, so they tried to get the 
man who once was blind to say bad things about Jesus, but the man saw 
that Jesus was good, and that the cranky leaders did not want to see it.
